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Because we're a family company, we think in terms of generations, making sustainable operations to a natural part of
our activities. Environmental aspects and respect for nature form the foundation for our ability to continue cultivating
our fields in the future.

THE NORTH OFFERS PLENTY OF SPACE FOR MORE DIVERSITY

A generous supply of untouched nature surrounding our fields is the best form
of species protection. Take, for instance, the extensive landscapes in the state
of Mecklenburg-Vorpommern. Woodlands, bushes, the edges of the fields,
open countrysides and bodies of water are both habitat and sanctuary for a
whole host of animals as well as beneficial organisms that provide natural pest
control. We have been promoting biodiversity with flower strips and flower-
ing meadows since 2009. Now it measures more than 150 hectares. We also
maintain natural spaces and form piles of stone and dead wood to serve as a
home to wild bees, beetles and other insects. In addition we hang birdhouses
in trees and set up insect hotels and perches for birds of prey. With our own
bee colonies, we not only contribute to the conservation of this species worthy
of protection, but also benefit from their pollination of our fruit and vegetables
such as zucchini.

DRIVING SUSTAINABILITY FORWARD TOGETHER

Protecting and preserving an intact natural environment with its biodiversity is of particular importance to us. We are
therefore active in various working groups, such as Food for Biodiversity, and maintain partnerships, for example with
the Biosphere Reserve Schaalsee since 2016. We work together with our retail partners and their cooperation part-
ners, such as the WWF and NABU, to promote nature conservation programmes.

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Modern technology helps to conserve resources in conventional and ecological cultivation. As an important founda-
tion for responsible operations, ‘precision farming” does not contradict the principles of organic farming, but rather is

the only successful path to organic cultivation.

WE ARE SPREADING OUT
FOR SUSTAINABILITY.

Thanks to our |12-metre cultivation width, we've man-
aged to make our cultivation more efficient and eco-
friendly over the long term. For example, by decreasing
the number of field passes, we've significantly reduced
fuel consumption and thus CO, emissions, minimised the
area affected by soil erosion and ground pressure as well
as the amount of fertiliser and water we use.

As a result, we also switched our organic cultivation from
the standard |.5-metre bed system to the 12-metre
cultivation width in 2016, with the same level of success.

WE PROTECT OUR PLANTS PRECISELY AND
IN AN ENVIRONMENTALLY FRIENDLY WAY.

We use state-of-the-art technology to ensure efficient,
targeted and sustainable protection for our vegetable
plants. Our SpotSprayer, for example, tackles pests and
diseases. Using Al, it identifies the plants and applies the
necessary products precisely and efficiently only to the
plants, rather than across the entire area.

Unwanted weeds are removed using our camera-con-
trolled hoe, saving on manpower and without the need
for plant protection products. Across a width of 12 me-
tres and over 31 rows of plants, weeds are distinguished
from vegetable plants and reliably hoed away between
the plants.

We've been cultivating organic vegetables in Mecklenburg-Vorpommern for over 25 years and in Lower Saxony
since 2008. We've managed to continuously expand our organic cultivation from an initial |5 hectares to over 600
hectares of vegetables today.

In addition to eco-friendly operations which keep the soil
healthy, protect the climate and promote biodiversity,
natural conditions and expansive areas of land with well-
balanced soils are essential for the organic cultivation of
vegetables in particular. While synthetic chemicals are
used to protect the plants in conventional vegetable
cultivation, the options for organic cultivation are very
limited, making crop rotation even more important.
With so much land available at our locations, we can take
advantage of extensive crop rotation and regularly switch
between different pieces of land.

ORGANIC CROP PROTECTION -
PURE NATURE!

Beneficial organisms play an important role in organic
farming, especially when it comes to pest control. For
instance, ladybirds eat aphids, birds eat caterpillars, and
earthworms eat organic materials such as bacteria and
fungi, producing valuable humus in the process. Sufficiently
wild areas and land surrounding the fields offer sanctuary
for animals and are therefore just as important for ensur-
ing optimal biodiversity as complementary measures like
the ones we implement in conventional cultivation.

Also in Spain we cultivate our vegetables outdoors and
exclusively in natural soil, using only the power of the
sun. The climate in the south east of Spain is ideal and
the soil is excellent to grow our vegetables.

The issue of water is particularly challenging in Spain.
Besides particularly efficient methods such as drip irriga-
tion and targeted watering of plants, we exclusively use
sources with government approval: supply channels (fed
with rainwater) as well as seawater desalination plants
and boreholes. The water obtained from these three
sources is stored in reservoirs.

Other sustainability measures, including our efficient and
green |2-metre bed system and the preservation of
healthy soil through conscientious crop rotation as well

as promoting biodiversity, are mandatory policies at all of
our locations.
